Phase 3

Overall Expectation Phase 3: Learners show an understanding that text is used to convey meaning in different ways and for different purposes—they are developing an awareness of context. They use strategies, based on what they know, to read for

understanding. They recognize that the structure and organization of text conveys meaning.

PYP Conceptual Understandings:

e Different types of texts serve different purposes.

e What we already know enables us to understand what we read.

e Applying a range of strategies helps us to read and understand new texts. Wondering about texts and asking questions helps us to understand the meaning.
